OCSIRT Policy Letter 001-02
Authorized Photographs and Film

The only personnel authorized to take photographs or film for, and in the name of Onslow County SIRT, is a Chief Officer, the Safety Officer, and the Training Officer. Others doing so will be under the direct supervision of one of the individuals named but does not change the responsibility for control or accountability.

All film/photos taken under these conditions are understood to be under the complete control of SIRT and are to be used for training or for documentation. Training film/photos will be assigned a document number that will be annotated in a log with the assigned document number, brief description of the content, date photo take (if known), date of entry in log, and source of photo/tape (who did the filming) and will be controlled by the Training Officer. All photos and tapes will be strictly accounted for. 

Any photo or film no longer needed shall be destroyed. All destructions will be witnessed by another SIRT officer and documented in the log with the name, date, method of destruction, authority to destroy, and signatures of those conducting the destruction. Disposition of all film/photos will be authorized by the Board of Directors.

SIRT members who are authorized to photograph at incidents will do so with respect to victims, families, emergency services personnel, and law enforcement officers.  At no time will taking pictures take precedence over, or interfere with, rescue, fire, or law enforcement operations.

All film/photos taken are the property of Onslow County SIRT. All film/photos may be loaned, copied for, or transferred to law enforcement, emergency services, or other authorities in answer to official requests. All transactions will be thoroughly documented with the authority, name, organization, and signature of the person receiving the film/photo.
