Swiftwater Boat-Operator (SBO)
Pre-requisites:
· Meet qualifications as a Swiftwater Boat-Bowman

Training (initial and annual):
· Swiftwater rescue skills check (annual) by AHJ
· Swiftwater Boat- Bowman skills review (annual). 

KSA’s

· Operators should be able to complete ALL KSA’s for swiftwater rescue personnel 
· Operators should be able to control the boat while personnel enter/exit the boat.

· Operators should be able to appropriately assemble, attach, deploy and operate all equipment necessary for swifiwater boat operations.

· Operators should be able to discuss low to high-risk rescue options and how boat operations factors into those risks

· Operators should be able to demonstrate boat on a tether, tethered swimmer from a boat, 2 and 4 point boat tether and boat on a tyrolean.

· Operators should be able to demonstrate the ability to control a boat while paddling Class 1-4 water.

· Operators should be able to demonstrate ability to read the river and immediately identify hazards

· Operators should be able to position the boat to facilitate the removal of unconscious or helpless victims from swiftwater and fixed objects.

· Operators should be able to demonstrate knowledge of risk vs. benefit of day vs. night operations. 
· Operators should be able to rig the boat for trailering and rescue operations.

· Operators should be able to demonstrate knowledge of general boat and motor design and safety procedures.

· Operators should be able to conduct preventative maintenance and minor repair to outboard/jet engines and inflatable boats

· Operators should be able to demonstrate knowledge of general boat preparation and safety. 
· Operators should be able to anticipate and react to emergencies during boat operations.

· Operators should be able to demonstrate knowledge of standard hand/voice signals and commands as applicable to rescue boat operations.

· Operators should be able to demonstrate crew over-board recovery procedures.

· Operators should be able to demonstrate the ability to execute Peel, “J” and High Speed turns in the swiftwater setting.

· Operators should be able to demonstrate the ability to tow a stranded boat in swiftwater utilizing both stern to bow and side-to-side techniques.

· Operators should be able to demonstrate the ability to flip, right and re-start an overturned boat.
